Rules for Foreign Co-Authorship of Publications
Since 2003, NIH awards with publications coauthored with investigators from foreign institutions have required prior approval. Until now, the prior approval guidance has not been fully enforced.  As a reminder, all COBRE NOFOs specifically state that, “Foreign components, as defined in the NIH Grants Policy Statement, are not allowed”.
The NIH GPS defines foreign components as:
The performance of any significant scientific element or segment of a project outside of the United States, either by the recipient or by a researcher employed by a foreign organization, whether or not grant funds are expended. Activities that would meet this definition include, but are not limited to, (1) the involvement of human subjects or animals, (2) extensive foreign travel by recipient project staff for the purpose of data collection, surveying, sampling, and similar activities, or (3) any activity of the recipient that may have an impact on U.S. foreign policy through involvement in the affairs or environment of a foreign country. Examples of other grant-related activities that may be significant are:
· collaborations with investigators at a foreign site anticipated to result in co-authorship;
· use of facilities or instrumentation at a foreign site; or
· receipt of financial support or resources from a foreign entity.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Foreign travel for consultation is not considered a foreign component. (See Grants to Foreign Organizations, International Organizations, and Domestic Grants with Foreign Comp… chapter in IIB).
The CNS-Met CoBRE uses the following policy and prior approval must be obtained:
1. Mandatory Pre-Submission Review for Publications
All manuscripts arising from CNS-Met CoBRE-funded work will undergo internal review prior to journal submission by the CoBRE PI. This review will verify:
· Accurate acknowledgment of funding sources
· Complete and accurate disclosure of all co-authors and affiliations
· Confirmation that no foreign co-authors are included without documented prior approval from NIGMS.
2. Principal Investigator Certification Prior to Submission
Prior to manuscript submission, the Principal Investigator will confirm that all co-authors and affiliations have been fully disclosed, and that no foreign collaborators have been included without prior written approval from NIGMS. Verification of this confirmation will be documented in the PI’s project records.
